School Leaders (K-12) Concentration
The K-12 School Leaders concentration prepares aspiring teacher leaders and assistant principals to meet the challenges of today’s public and private educational institutions. Developed in cooperation with Florida public school districts, the program of study is built on the four major domains that the ELRM requires for leadership learning: leadership foundations, research foundations, professional knowledge and experiential learning.
