	Rationale for the termination: This degree program has no current enrollment.  This program was on the BOG Low Degree Productivity alert in both 2015 and 2019.  The College anticipates no further need for this degree program as student interest in this area is now covered in the curriculum and instruction program and students have been steered in that direction.


	Which campus is impacted and how are resources impacted: The degree program has been offered mainly on the Boca Raton campus. Faculty affiliated with this program provide instruction in other degree programs in the College of Education on multiple campuses.  As there has been very little enrollment in this program for years, the impact on enrollment, enrollment planning and resources for the College is negligible. 
	Accomodation of students and faculty that are currently part of the program: No faculty or students are currently active in the degree program.  All faculty who taught in the program offer instruction in other programs in the College of Education and the program currently has no student enrollment.
	Teach-out Plan: SACSCOC was advised about the zero enrollment and  likelihood of the eventual closure of the program in June 2020. FAU was advised to place the program on temporary suspension until a decision for closure was made.  
	Gender and racial distribution: No students are enrolled in the program.  No faculty will be negatively impacted by this termination as all provide instruction in other programs at FAU.
	Negative Impact on minorities: There are currently no active students in the program.  All faculty will still provide instruction in the College of Education and therefore the mix of female and minority faculty will remain the same.
	Communication with Florida College System: The proposed termination is a masters level degree program.
