• Risk of research to environment and public health
• Ensure research is conducted safely
• Local IBC
• Training – EH&S and CITI
• EH&S Program and Biological Safety Officer (BSO)
• BioRaft program

Financial Conflict of Interest in Research
FCOI

i. Researchers disclose SFI
ii. FCOI committee determination of COI
iii. Eliminate or manage the conflict

A financial conflict of interest refers to situation in which it 
is reasonably determined that a personal financial interest 
could directly and significantly affect the design, conduct 
or reporting of research.
