SUBJECT: POLICY ON COURTESY FACULTY/APPOINTMENTS -
REVISED (Supercedes Policy on Courtesy Faculty
Appointments, 10/30/02)

A courtesy appointment is an unpaid appointment conferred to a person who
meets the unit’s professional qualifications and have been offered special privileges at
Florida Atlantic University. The purpose of this policy is to state the conditions under
which courtesy appointments are made.

Policy:

A courtesy appointment may be extended by an academic unit to a person who
meets the unit’s professional qualifications but whose primary assignment is outside the
unit. Courtesy appointments do not include compensation, but may include special
privileges and are made in accordance with normal general faculty qualifications. These
appointments will only be extended to individuals who have the potential to enhance the
academic life of the faculty and students in the unit.

Guidelines:

1. A courtesy appointment is a faculty appointment which does not include
compensation.

2. A courtesy appointment may include special faculty privileges such as eligibility to:

a. obtain a University identification card
b. use the University library
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
